LEXICO-STYLISTIC ABNORMATIVES IN THE ACADEMIC TEXT

The problem of creating high-quality scientific texts is quite relevant at the current stage of higher education
development. After all, along with the practical skills to carry out scientific research, to be ready for research work, to
have a persistent desire for creative scientific research and a complex of individual and psychological features that could
ensure high efficiency of research activity, higher education seekers also need to have metalinguistic abilities.

Writing academic texts for students of non-language majors usually presents certain difficulties. That is why speech
teachers today face the task of innovative systematic teaching of academic writing for students of higher education in
order to provide them with the necessary knowledge to create high-quality scientific texts of various genres.

Academic writing as a component of academic literacy is not easy and requires a whole range of skills. The formation
of readiness to write an academic text does not happen very quickly, it requires from the author an understanding of the
main communicative parts of the text, knowledge of the norms of the literary language, the ability to successfully choose
lexical-semantic language tools and syntactic constructions.

An academic text is an author’s work of a scientific, scientific-technical and educational nature. This text, which
represents the results of scientific research, is characterized by a number of grammatical, lexical, structural-semantic
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and logical-compositional features. Belonging specifically to the field of scientific communication imposes on the key
categories of this text certain restrictions regarding linguistic and stylistic and grammatical means, the use of special
logical and compositional schemes for the organization of text material.

Quite often, students of higher education make not only spelling, punctuation, but also stylistic, morphological,

syntactic and lexical errors in their scientific works.

The purpose of the article is to substantiate the essence of the concept of “academic literacy”, “academic writing”,
to identify systematic language errors that occur in scientific works and to analyze the main lexical and stylistic errors

of academic text.
